The Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, Hazardous Materials and
Waste Management Division (the Divisioun), has reviewed the above 1i1eferenced
documents submitted by DOE and prime operating contractor, EG&G. The draft
corrective action decision/record of decision has also been reviewed by Department’s
Radiation Control Division, Water Quality Control Division, and Air Quality Control
Division. The Department’s comments are attached. Any comments received from the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) will be forwarded under separate cover.

Per section XIII of the Interagency Agreement statement of work, the DOE is required
to submit a draft corrective action decision/record of decision for EPA and State
approval. The Division requests that the title of this document be modified to
reflect the language of the IAG and more accurately describe the scope of this
decision. - Specifically, the :title of this decision document should read,
"Corrective Action Decision/Record of Decision Declaration'. The Division finds the
language of the draft ROD to be adequate for a CAD/ROD.

The Division, after review by and concurrence from the Radiation Control Division,
Water Quality Control Division, and Air Quality Control Division, finds the draft
CAD/ROD to be adequate. Therefore, we approve the above referenced documents, under
the condition that the Division’s comments are satisfactorily addressed, and
concurrence is obtained from the Environmental Protection Agency.

By our approval of the CAD/ROD, the Division has made a final decision to modify the
Hazardous Waste permit to incorporate this CAD/ROD for Rocky Flats Plant Operable
Unit 16: Low Priority Sites. We will make final modification of the Rocky Flats
Hazardous Waste permit upon final approval of the CAD/ROD by the EPA.
