We are in receipt of your letter dated July 18, 1991, regarding concerns expressed by
two of your staff observing groundwater sampling activities. Environmental Management
(EM) is aware of the issues that were raised and is working to correct the problems.

The leaking VOA sampling nozzle is being modified to fit tighter into the bailers that are
used for sampling. This should eliminate water flowing over the samplers hands.

Adequate field communications have been a chronic problem. Much of the terrain on
plantsite does not allow direct line-of-site communication with subcontractor and EG&G
base operations. The new radio system recently implemented on plantsite has eliminated
most of the communication problems. Presently, EM has secured five new radios for the
groundwater sample teams. However, to provide adequate communication for Health and
Safety requirements a minimum of eight radios are required. EM anticipates acquiring

the remaining three radios in the near future to minimize risk to the subcontractor
CLASSIFICATION: sampling teams in the field.
