One of the major purposes of the Rocky Flats Local Impacts Irutiatrve is to analyze 
impacts, both positive and negatwe, resulting from the change of mission and to 
develop strategies to mitigate or enhance them We have developed an extensive 
scope of work to carry out ths program 

The Initiative has recently contracted with Browne, Bortz, and Coddington, a 
leading Colorado socioeconomic analysis firm, to manage a Commuruty Impacts 
project Ed Harvey and Kevin Warmath from BBC and I met with A1 Pauole on 
October 1 to inform lum about the project and to seek tus advice on people at the 
Plant whose perspectives would be useful He gave us your name as a good person 
to talk to about ER Management 

What the Initiative is trying to do, absent a crystal ball, is to identify two or three 
plausible scenarios for the acbvities at the Plant in the next five to seven years For 
each, we will then look at what kinds of off-site implications ( i e  relabve to waste 
transportation, local government finances, school enrollments) under a new 
mission at the Plant T h s  analyss will help local governments, workers, and the 
Plant to better plan for the future
