Jim Bierer called the meeting to order.

Update

Jim Bierer told the CAB that though he was not on the SSAB chairs call in July, he had reviewed the minutes.  EM is moving forward with the low-level waste disposition plan.  Congressionally, the best thing for EM is that both the House and Senate bills are in line with each other.  Chairs reported that they’re picking up new members and are orienting them, but that it’s a slow process in the summer.  The regular Chairs meeting will be Sata Fe in September, and they are planning a March 2007 meeting in Las Vegas.

The White House presented Lisa Crawford with a letter of thanks for her efforts.  Lisa shared her thoughts on the Chairs meeting in Knoxville, and told the CAB that there had been two recommendations from the meeting.

Graham Mitchell told the group that everything was going well with the rush toward closure and that everyone is swamped with paperwork.  He has been working with EPA on paperwork, and is working toward physical closure.  There have been good meetings with LM, and the next NRD settlement meeting is in December.  Graham stated that the negotiations are positive and that they are making progress on the settlement.

Johnny Reising told the CAB that a number of groups have visited recently, including Congressional staff and the National Academy of Public Administration (NAPA).  He met with NAPA for two days to discuss operations improvement.  His meeting with LM went very well and the meeting was a good opportunity for he and Jane Powell to show that they’re ready for transition.  Johnny told the CAB that he met with NASA representatives who have a facility nearby to discuss D&D.  Johnny has also met with EPA to review closure paperwork.  The DOE has contracted with ORISE as a third party validator for soils, and they will be spot-checking records and sampling in the field.

Dennis Carr reported that there have been a series of first-aid injuries over the past 10 days, and 2 reportable injuries.  Dennis told the CAB that the team is recommitting to preventing injuries, as there is still a lot of work ahead, and there are many activities taking place.  Dennis presented the CAB with photographs to help explain what work is remaining at the site, and to show the shrinking footprint of contaminated areas.  He said that they will be shipping another 50 railcars of material to EnviroCare.  He reported that the restoration is going very well, and that they will begin spreading mulch in the next week or so.  Dennis explained that 110 pieces of construction equipment will be going through a decontamination process at a facility in Memphis and will be re-released for use in other projects.

Lisa Crawford told the CAB that FRESH had recently received several calls from community members who are concerned about the aquifer pumping rate. Johnny assured the CAB that they are pumping and treating the aquifer at the optimal rate.  The current pump operators will be hired by Stoller to continue their work, but they did have to reapply for those positions.  There will be continuity in staffing during closure, and there will be 10 employees total for the CWATT.

The CAB briefly discussed the importance of the community being able to access this kind of information on their own, after the FCAB is gone, and reiterated the importance of the Multi-Use Education Facility (MUEF).

Joyce Bentle informed the CAB that Fernald Living History, Inc. is now called the Fernald Community Alliance, and that the paperwork is in process to make that name official.

Lisa Crawford reminded the CAB that FRESH has two more meetings; the final meeting of the organization will be in late November, 2006.

History Update

Doug Sarno reminded the group that the Draft FCAB History document had been distributed and comments from the CAB were received.  Doug told the group that it was very important to capture what is most important to the CAB.  Ultimately, the FCAB website will be reorganized, and used as a historical archive.  The History Report will be electronic, and will be burned to DVD, and LM would host the live website.  The site will include all minutes from board and committee meetings, as well as important recommendations and reports.  The DVDs will be distributed to the CAB, as well as to DOE.  Doug asked the CAB to make any additional comments to him in the next two weeks.

Final Recommendation

The CAB discussed creating a final recommendation summarizing the important issues as the CAB sees them.  These issues include:

· Community-Based Stewardship
· Multi-Use Education Center
· Local Preservation and Access to Artifacts
· Natural Resources Damages Lawsuit
· Groundwater Remediation, Monitoring, and Communication
· Construction of Trails
· Native American Artifacts and Reinterments
· Communicating the Success Factors that Made Fernald Work.
Doug will draft the document and will distribute it to the CAB for comment.
Final FCAB Meeting

The final meeting of the FCAB will be held on Saturday, September 23, 2006.  The FCAB History Report will be presented, and the CAB will sign off on the final recommendation.
