Updates

Dennis Carr updated the CAB on the site cleanup, and passed out a packet of fact sheets explaining the milestones. Cleanup of Silo 3 will be complete by the end of March, and demolition has begun in some places. Safety and transportation has had no safety incidents and has logged over 14 million miles on the road with Silos alone. Johnny Reising said that it was an exciting time for project, as cleanup comes to an end and building are demolished. He handed out a packet of fact sheets, drawings, artist renditions, and maps for the CAB to review.

Graham Mitchell updated the CAB on the status of the Natural Resource Damage (NRD) settlement. He said that a verbal settlement offer came in, but that he could not comment on it at all. The case is being handled at high levels, and he is hopeful for a positive settlement. Money received from this settlement must be used in the Fernald area. Lisa Crawford said that she wants it to be used at the site itself, not in the general area. Doug Sarno reminded the CAB that there is very little that the CAB can do at this point to weigh in on the settlement. The funding from the settlement was very important to the CAB at one point, but now that DOE is funding the Multi-Use Education Facility (MUEF), it is not as relevant an issue. The CAB agreed to send a recommendation to the counsel involved reiterating its position on the settlement, and asking for it to be resolved swiftly.

Michele Miller, the acting Fernald manager for S.M. Stoller, told the CAB that the transition is going smoothly, and monthly meetings are in place. There are eighteen groups of work, such as Health/Safety and Environmental Monitoring, etc. S.M. Stoller has met with the University of Cincinnati about designing the MUEF, and the FCAB has endorsed that action.

Sue Walpole gave the CAB an example of an educational program that would require zero funds, and would involve a local high school. There is a statewide program that would have students monitoring pools and the salamander population. She also noted that many of the CAB members were at the last Longterm Stewardship Organization (LSO) meeting.  Plans for the LSO have been set aside at the agreement of the citizens.  They reserve the right to have an LSO at a later date.

Lisa Crawford told the CAB that 2006 would be the last year for FRESH, and that they are currently cleaning out 22 years worth of materials and documents. The financial documents will be closed out by 2007. Doug Sarno commended the group, and reminded everyone that that Fernald would not be where it is today had it not been for the efforts of FRESH. Lisa said that a history of FRESH may be written soon.

Doug Sarno announced that the Chairs’ Meeting would be held on April 27 and 28th, in Knoxville, TN. Jim Bierer, Gene Willeke, Lisa Crawford, Pam Dunn, Bob Tabor, and Doug Sarno will be attending. Doug said that he and the other attendees would sort through the agenda via conference call. The CAB discussed using the following three points for the presentation: Legacy and History, Monitoring and Maintenance, Transition to Legacy Management. Sue will email the meeting agenda to all.
