David Bidwell called the meeting to order and asked the attendees to introduce themselves.

Updates and Announcements

Johnny Reising updated the group on LM and Stewardship activities within DOE.  He pointed out that the core groups within LM and DOE were attending the FCAB and Stewardship meetings regularly, and are holding frequent meeting amongst themselves.

Johnny then updated the Committee on the status of the NRD settlement.  He reminded the group that the Ohio EPA, DOE, and the FCAB had signed off on the Scoping Document containing the 7 key points regarding the settlement.  There is no new information at this time, but DOE is working on a document internally to evaluate the implementation of the Scoping Document.  Ohio’s legal council is transforming the Scoping Document into the skeleton of the final settlement document.  He said that progress is slow, but is moving forward.

Jack Craig updated the Committee on the Records Transition Plan and the Public Involvement Plan.  He is expecting comments on both by mid-February.  He said that Audrey Berry would be attending the February Stewardship and FCAB meetings to review the Local Stakeholder Organization concept.

Gary Stegner updated the group on the status of photographs and artifacts.  He stated that the Crosby Township Trustees agreed to allow the use of a small area for storage, and that the historical societies had not yet responded due to the holiday season.  Steve stated that Fernald Living History, Inc. (FLH) is still very interested in taking the photos at some point, but need that to be in DOE’s Disposition of Records and Artifacts.  FLH has sent 3 letters to Bill Taylor at DOE regarding the disposition.  Most recently, a letter was sent requesting that the Community and DOE get together to look at the larger plan for disposition.

Steve also announced that FLH had received a $19,000 donation from the Fluor Foundation, which was presented by Jaime Jamison.  The funds will be used to purchase a scanner, and possibly to rent a space for the receipt of artifacts and records.  He also stated that Larry Erickson from MO-DNR will be attending the Weldon Spring Citizen Commission meeting on January 27th to discuss their feelings and begin a dialogue about the Weldon Spring Interpretive Center.

Weldon Spring Interpretive Center

Dave Geiser made a presentation to the Committee regarding the Weldon Spring Interpretive Center.  His presentation included brief summaries of the history, the center’s content and function, stakeholder partnerships, geographic setting, attendance and outreach, and funding.  Dave also included a comparison of the Weldon Spring and Fernald sites.  (A copy of his slide presentation is attached.)

He stated that there is currently a $188,000 per year budget at Weldon Spring.  The process is also included in that cost.  In response to the presentation, Lisa Crawford stated that it might be easier to bring in some stakeholder or corporate partnerships later in the closure process.  At this time, those groups are so focused on the cleanup, that it is difficult for them to imagine the site after the grass is growing and the wetlands are restored.  Dave agreed, and said that once the remediation was complete that the image of the site was completely changed.  The partnerships didn’t come together until the site was completed.  Lisa also suggested that the FCAB tour the wetland areas in the spring to see the progress.  Tom Schneider responded that some areas are ready to see, but that the piles of dirt and equipment could be distracting.

David Bidwell stated that education and outreach are critically important, and asked if LM was receptive to those concepts in the Weldon Spring project.  Dave said that their involvement is very site specific.  He discussed the importance of community involvement as the site progresses.  He said that while a full CAB may not be necessary, a smaller group may be.

In response to a question from the Committee, Dave said that Weldon Spring is not currently planning a stewardship workshop.  They are going to be piggybacking on other upcoming conferences.

Jane Powell will attempt to provide a preview of the Community Involvement Plan at the next meeting.

Legacy Management and Institutional Controls Plan (LMIC)

David Bidwell stated that a History Workshop is scheduled for March of 2005, but that the LMIC is also due for review in March.  The Committee needs to decide which meeting is most appropriate for discussing the document.  David, the tape cut off here.  What was decided?
