Pam Dunn called the meeting to order.  David Bidwell asked the attendees to introduce themselves.

Updates and Announcements

David began the meeting by providing an update regarding the use of DOE’s trailers on site for stewardship activities.  Gary Stegner informed the committee that the trailers will be vacated in 2006.  The trailers would have to be moved to another area of the site, and be fitted with bladders prior to use.  The trailers will house a meeting facility, records, offices, displays, artifacts, and restrooms.  David asked if the trailers could be used to store non-record photos and negatives.  Couldn’t hear answer.
Steve DePoe gave the committee an update on a letter to Bill Taylor regarding the cataloging of photos.  The letter asked for a parallel effort from DOE.  Specifically, it asked them to create a catalog of usable images for the community.  Over time, the volunteers would digitize the images, creating a permanent storage solution.

Records destruction lists are routinely being distributed by email from Gary Stegner.  Jim Innis expressed that some items marked for destruction are not being saved long enough (i.e. train model).  David responded that there is a lot of movement of items at the site, and that there is a need for site-wide consciousness about items that are of possible interest to the community.  He also expressed that there is a need for people to step up as leaders of the effort.

David announced that the Artifacts are recorded and catalogued, and are available to stay in the community.  He also announced that the trails will not be graded, but is thought to be a fairly simple task.  In response to an inquiry about the reinternment of non-federally recognized tribe members, David responded that the tribes would be responsible for having the remains repatriated, then reburied.

Could not hear the most of the announcement regarding the Cold War Garden  Jim Innis, co-chair of the Cold War Garden committee, explained that there has been very little activity for a long period of time.  Donors are put off by the move.

David reviewed the memo for field distribution proper title?.  He explained that it is an initial sketch of the transition process, and lists responsible EM and LM staff through site closures in 2010.  He suggested that the committee review the list, but said that it did not require immediate attention.

The Local Stakeholder Organization Bill is currently moving through Congress and the Senate regarding Ohio, Rocky Flats, and Mount?.  The purpose of the Bill is to work with elected officials and citizens to develop working relationships.

Lisa Crawford announced that FRESH has scheduled a call with other sites in the complex to discuss museum and education centers.  The call is for ANA members only.  Lisa will brief the committee in August.

There is no new information to discuss regarding the Natural Resource Damage settlement.  Doug Sarno explained that in order to create the “groundswell” referenced by ? in a recent letter to ?, the community must have a high level of involvement that cannot be disputed.  There were additional comments made, couldn’t hear.  Pam Dunn reiterated that long-term stewardship should not rely on funds from the settlement.  Doug Sarno added that the settlement may not be timely with site closure.

Lisa Crawford informed the committee that she has requested a meeting with Representative Chabot, but is unlikely to meet with him before September due to his full schedule.  Rep. Chabot has voiced his concern that stewardship decisions will be difficult to make while the Silos issue is still pending.

Coalition Strawman

David Bidwell explained that what is required from the committee is that everyone think about what roles individuals should take in the new  Coalition.  With the CAB ending and the budget restraints, it will become important to come to monthly meeting with new information.  This may require smaller group meetings in between the regular Stewardship and CAB meetings, and individuals stepping forward as leaders.  David reviewed the issues to be addressed, including the guiding principles of the Coalotion.  He asked the committee to be prepared to discuss the principle at the August meeting.

Pam asked Gary Stegner to provide a detailed list of contacts regarding the Coalition.  The list should include, contact names and information, and status.

David reviewed the remainder of the strawman, including determining a primary message of the Coalition.  He also reviewed the actual formation process of the Coalition.  He explained the need to begin relationship building with DOE, Fluor, EPA, elected officials, site stewards, and educational institutions.

Steve DePoe announced that the IRS has granted Fernald Living History 501c3 status.  The committee discussed different tax status options.  David suggested that they be catalogued.  Sue Walpole stated that she was confident that Fluor would provide some funding or staff to the Coalition.

David will follow up with the committee in August regarding the vision and mission of the Coalition.

Transition to Coalition

David expressed that it may become more difficult to address Stewardship Committee issues and the Coalition at the same meeting.  He thought there might be a need for additional meetings.  A Saturday retreat was also recommended.

The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, August 8, 2004, at 6:30 p.m.
